“I WRITE the most beautiful
songs, but nobody wants to
bothe: them . . .” says Andy
‘Bone’ Bown dejectedly. Ialmost
find myself feeling sorry for him
until I remember that, but fora
few hiccups, he’s had little to
worry about over the past 20
years

While Quo were busy
struggling to gain some kind of
identity, the keyboard maestro
wasalready a familiar face on the
rock n’ roll circuit -at 17, he'd
already formed The Herd with
Peter Frampton, and five years’
on, his name was firmly
ensconced amongst those who'd
‘madeit’.

After The Herd broke upin
1968, Andy went searching fora
likely substitute. Here, he was not
SO Su sful - an all-round
musician, he attempted to gain
some attention as trumpeter of his
own outfit, "Andy Bown’ (which
included Jess Roden in the
line-up), but after one album the
band ﬁunkl‘d ~the rock ‘n” roll
circuit never did take to horn
sections. Two more efforts,
Storytellerand Judas Jump,
didn'tinspire much enthusiasm
