The highlight of the tour was at the
Dusseldorf venue, Queen had played there on the
previous evening and only managed to half fill the
venue, Status Quo went in the following evening
and packed the place solid, This goes to show how
popular they are in Germany, as well as here at home.

The only mishap which occured was in [amburg
Francis and uick were getting into a number when
they collided., Unfortunatley Francis came off worse
he was hit on the nose by Ricks guitar, and ended up
with a nose bleed. Francis not wanting to stop playing
cleaned his nose on would you believe, his shirt
sleeve and carried on as though nothing had happened.

Both the band and road crew only had three days
off, When you consider the band are on stage for two
hours after about six nights on the trot you need
a rest to build up energy for the next leg of the
tour, Not forgetting the road crew who make every
gig possible, They are first at the venue to set up
the P.A, stage lights, and check it all out to
make sure that it will be perfect when the frantic
four go on stage, After the gig they have to dismantle
all the equipment and load it all back on the trucks

to take it onto the next venue.
